Parent and carer views February 2020
The following questions on equality and inclusion at Salway Ash were addressed to all parents.
Parents were informed that this information would be used to form part of the Equality policy and actions for the school .
Does your child have everything they need in place here to access the school curriculum? Yes/no (if not please specify) Example: resources to support learning /Classroom support etc.
100% of parents answered ‘Yes’. 
Quotes included:

“Incredibly impressed with all support and teaching I have seen”

“We’ve always been very happy with all resources and my child is always happy to ask for help”

“Extra help given with reading”

Comments for school to consider:

“I wish the reading books were changed more regularly”

A question posed:

“I wonder if every child had the SATs books bought for them”

-Each year the school ensures that every year 6 child has a set of SATs revision books either bought by parents or provided by the school.

Do you believe your child is able to access the school building? Yes/no (if not please specify) If the school has made changes for your child please explain.

100% of parents answered ‘Yes’.
Has your child been subject to bullying of any kind? (Racist, Religious, homophobic, gay, disability related etc…) If so how well did the school deal with this issue?

 The vast majority of parents felt they had not come across bullying at school but when low level bullying or one-off incidents have taken place it was dealt with “very well” and parents were kept informed about progress.
Quotes included:
“Extremely prompt response from Mrs Crew and managed with discretion, respect and sensitivity- Thank you”

Comments for school to consider:
One parent felt the school response to an issue with low level bullying could have been ‘more robust’

Do you think any particular groups of pupils seem to be isolated or less well treated than any other groups? (please say how and why?)
The vast majority of responses indicated that all children were treated equally.
Quotes included:
 “everyone is always welcomed into the school at the gate by Mrs Crew or by their teacher in the classroom.” 
“ Teachers are always very aware that everyone is included and treated fairly”

Comments for school to consider:
One parent felt that some children get more opportunities to perform in assemblies than others. 
Do you feel welcome (if you chose) to join in with the PTA or the governors or volunteer to support in classes/clubs? (if not please state why)

The vast majority of responses indicated that parents felt very welcome.

Comments for school to consider:

 One parent felt that sometimes communication on how to volunteer for the PTA or reading help was insufficient. 
Do you believe that the school is promoting the pupils spiritual, moral, social and cultural development effectively? (assemblies/class lessons/staff input/life skills) Can you say how this might further improve?

The vast majority of responses indicated that these areas were very well addressed particularly in Friday assemblies where British Values are celebrated and open topics for further discussion at home.
Quotes included:

“My child loves the school and comes home very positive”
“inclusive of people with and without faith”
“Every child in the school is celebrated for their work, kindness and achievements’ 
‘staff input and dedication to learning is fantastic’

Comments for school to consider:

It was suggested that the school could increase pupils contact with other cultures, religions and communities however they were impressed by the recent parliament visit.

One parent suggested such activities as meditation and yoga would be valuable life skills for the children.

Do you think there are any differences in the way boys and girls are treated here?
The vast majority felt that the school was gender equal and encouraged girls and boys to get involved with all activities and celebrated achievements.

Quotes included:

“Not at all, and achievements across all children are celebrated brilliantly.”

“All children are encouraged to take part in all sports”

Comments for school to consider:

There were two references to sporting activities giving preference to one sex or another- particularly football.
Two parents felt that they had witnessed some ‘unintentional stereotypical language’ 
Any other comments you wish to make regarding equality and or inclusion at Salway Ash School?
· The school is very good at making sure everyone is included and no-one is treated differently.
· All is fantastic with the school.

· Very happy with the school.

· Salway Ash seems to be a very inclusive and cossetted environment for the children to flourish.
